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Travelogue

Iceland
By Shaunak Sahoo

Going to Iceland was a unique experience, from seeing the famous google sight of Kirkjufell to
driving the Golden Circle and visiting the famous waterfalls and geothermal fields nearby.

Our ltinerary

The First Day/Kirkjufell:

On the first day of our exploration in Iceland, we visited the famous Google sight of Kirkfufell, a
round topped mountain with a waterfall flowing in front of it. Located on the Snaefellsnes
Peninsula of Western Iceland, this was a 3 hour drive (one way) from Keflavik International
Airport (Iceland’s main and only international airport).

On the way we saw many intriguing sights. The mountains on the side of the roads were mainly
comprised of dirt and loose rock, while still being tall. In addition, while we were approaching the
Snaefellsnes Peninsula, we could view the glacier and mountain, Snaefellsjokull across the
water. At first glance, it looked like the unmistakable figure of Mount Fuji in Japan, but we soon
realized that it was not.
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When we reached Kirkjufell, clouds were hanging over the mountain, and the top was barely
visible. But when we reached the famous Kirkjufellsfoss (the waterfall that sits at the base of the
mountain, the sun had started shining, and we could also get glimpses of the (now close up)
Snaefellsjokull.

The glacier was unlike anything | had ever seen. The amount of snow was unimaginable!

We walked around the well designed path that circles Kirkjufell until we reached a lake, which
perfectly reflected the mountain!

The views of the mountain and its surrounding were stunning.

The Second Day:

On our second day of Iceland, we chose to drive and sightsee along the route known as the
Golden Circle. This route consisted of many geothermal areas and geysers, massive waterfalls,
craters that had formed from volcanic eruptions, and many more.

When we landed at Keflavik International Airport from Stockholm Arlanda,we drove for a steady
1 hour until we reached our hotel, Hotel Ork in a town called Hveragerdi.

This town is actually situated on a geothermal hotspot, so when we were freshened up, we went
for a walk around the town. We discovered that Reykjadalaur, one of the major sights on the
Golden Circle, was actually situated here. This place is a thermally heated river, and one of the
major sights on the river is where it drops down a waterfall.
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Also, hot springs were plentiful here. We had seen many at Yellowstone National Park in the
USA, but here, it was unlike anything else. You could freely walk near the hot spring, and come
as close as you would like. This was something that | wouldn’t get to do anywhere else, as
Iceland is the world’s largest geothermal location.

Once we returned, we prepared for the next day and fell asleep.

Kerid Crater:

We woke up, had breakfast, and started from our hotel to the next destination, Kerid Crater,
which was a 19 minute drive.

Once we reached, we paid an entrance fee, and immediately walked up to see the crater. It was
unbelievable! There was a crystalclear blue lake in the middle of the crater, and the crater itself
was made of colorful red and yellow volcanic dirt.

We had the option to walk around the crater, or go down to the lake. We chose to do both, even
though we had a slight time constraint. The views halfway through the loop were incredible, with
the water glimmering down below. What amazed me the most was how this crater formed from
a volcanic eruption.

When we went down the set of steps to the lake, we noticed that the water was perfectly clear
and that the sun was shining perfectly at the lake.
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A few moments later we had to turn around, as we wanted to visit the other destinations
thoroughly.

Haukadalur Geothermal Field and Strokkur Geyser:

Our next location, the Haukadalur Geothermal Field/Geysir, was a 1 hour drive from Kerid
Crater.

This geothermal field is the world’s largest, and has 2 famous geothermal locations, one being
Geysir (The Great Geysir), which rarely erupts, and the very active Strokkur Geyser. The Great
Geysir’s last eruption was in 2016, but its major eruptions in the past had gone up to 140 meters
high.

Strokkur Geyser is a trusted geyser that erupts almost every 6-7 minutes. It was very interesting
to see it erupt so close. | could see every one of the steps up close, from the minor bubbles, the
large bubble, and how it burst open with a 30 meter shot of
water.

Other locations were Litli Geyser, mudpots, fumaroles, and
other hot springs nearby.

We spent a lot of time here, and therefore were a bit rushed
to get to our last location, the famous Gullfoss Falls.

Gullfoss Falls:

Gullfoss Falls, one of Iceland’s most famed attractions, was
only a 5 minute drive from Geysir and Strokkur. Due to the
amount of water flowing, the narrowness of the gorge, and
the height of the drop, the waterfall was incredibly powerful,
and the mist could be felt from distances as far as the
parking lot.

When we were driving there, | was impatient to see the waterfall, but at every twist and turn, it
was hidden. When we finally arrived at the walkway, | could see the top 20 meter cascade. It
was massive to the eye, with the fast water slamming against the rocks on the side of the
gorge.
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| was looking for the second 40 meter cascade, but couldn’t find it until we reached the end of
the path. It was so deep, and you couldn’t see the whitewater below due to the mist from the
falls. It almost looked like Niagara Falls in the USA, except the environment was much different.

From the parking lot, we also caught a few glimpses of the distant Langjokull Glacier, which was
a huge ice sheet covering the distant mountains. we drove back 2 hours to Keflavik International
Airport for our flight.

Along the way was the last sight of the Golden Circle, which we just drove through, Thingvellir
National Park. In the park, we crossed the continental plates of North America and Eurasia.

When we arrived at Keflavik International Airport, we returned the car and headed back home.

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Above the Arctic Circle
By Shaunak Sahoo

Our trip above the Arctic Circle in the extraordinary country of Norway was one that would never
be forgotten, from seeing the midnight sun to looking at a real life moving glacier in a stunning
landscape.

Our Itinerary
The First Day in Norway:

On our first day in Norway, we aimed to reach the famed Lofoten Islands, which would be the highlight of
our trip. From our hotel in Arjeplog, Sweden, it was a 4 hour drive to the city of Boda, where we would
take a 4 hour ferry to Moskenes in the Lofoten Islands. From there, we would sightsee our way to our
hotel in Bastad, a 1.5 hour drive.

Saltstraumen:

On the way to the city of Bodg, we made sure to see two attractions before boarding the ferry, both being
very close to the city of Bodg. The first one was the maelstrom of Saltsraumen, the most powerful in the
world. A maelstrom is a very fast tidal current that can form whirlpools. This one could form some that
could go up to as wide as 10 meters in diameter!

Mijelle Beach:
In addition to the maelstrom, we visited Mjelle Beach, actually a set of beaches that was 45 minutes
away. The beach was very intriguing, as there were many hidden pebble beaches around, and you could
explore and scramble around as much as you would like. Due to the turquoise blue water and the clear
freshwater streams flowing through,
this beach was a great experience for
us.

From Mjelle Beach, we headed directly
for the ferry port at Bodg. Our ferry was
at 3:00 pm, and therefore had to report
at 2:15 pm.

At the end of the ferry, we got a
stunning view of the approaching
Lofoten Mountains.

ek

When we arrived at Mc_)skenes, a town on the southwestern tip of the Lofoten, we headed another 5 km
south to the village of A, our first stop in the Lofoten.
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A:

The village of A was very beautiful with the tall mountains looming above it, and the green-blue water of
the Norwegian surrounding the town. We walked around until we found a pier that gave us amazing
views of the rorbuer (old red fishing houses) reflecting off of the clear water.

Reine:

One of the most popular towns of the Lofoten, Reine is located at the base of the grand peak of
Reinebringen, arguably the most famous and popular hike in northern Norway. The town was good, as
its waterfront and piers that we would see the next day were one of the top sights.

Akkarvikodden Rasteplass:
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The Akkarvikodden resting area is a fun stop, with its location sitting right next to a drinking water
reservoir. There are even small trails that you can take to go to certain locations which give you good
water views.

Rambergstranda:

Ramberg Beach (Rambergstranda) is a beautiful crescent shaped white sand beach located on the way
to our hotel in Bgstad. Since it was not included in the Lofotodden National Park, we were given
permission to fly our drone.

Nusfjord:
Nusfjord is a village that is located in a stunning location, with its red and orange rorbuer reflecting off the
water. We even climbed some rocks to a point where you could see the whole fjord.

Hotel:
After Nusfjord, we drove about 40 minutes to our hotel in Bgstad, Furu Hostel. It was a great and
spacious hotel, so it was a good choice that we were staying there for 2 nights.
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Day 2:

Today, we planned to hike some of the most famous hikes in the Lofoten Archipelago. After waking up
early in the morning, we drive to Fredvang, which is the trailhead for the Kvalvika Beach hike. From
there, after a 40 minutes drive to Reine, we take a ferry that leads us to Bunes Beach, one of the most
iconic in the Lofoten.

Kvalvika Beach:

Kvalvika Beach is one of the most famous hikes in the Lofoten. It starts at a parking lot in Fredvang, and
from there, it is a 2 km hike to Kvalvika. Although the hike is rated easy, the last part requires scrambling
on rocks, making it a fairly challenging hike at the end. It is also possible to hike up a mountain called
Ryten from Kvalvika Beach, which gives you amazing views of the beach below.

After spending 1 hour at the beach, we headed back for the rocky outcrop where the trail back to
Fredvang would start.

Once we reached Fredvang, we started the drive to Reine, the gateway to Bunes Beach.

Bunes Beach:

After taking the ferry from Reine to Vinstad, we started hiking towards Bunes Beach. In the first part of
the hike, you have to walk on a flat gravel road. Then, it's an uphill walk through bushes, and lastly, the
trail descends down a steep narrow path onto the enormous beach. From there, it took us 10 minutes to
walk from one end of the beach to the oceanside part. Overall, the beach was great, with fluffy, white
sand and clear blue water. Since we were in a rush to get back to the ferry port, we could only snap a
picture or two before returning. Once we reached the ferry point, we enjoyed homemade food and drinks
from a nearby house while waiting for the ferry.
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After a fun filled day it was time to head back to Furu Hostel, our hotel for the night. After a filling dinner,
we chose to stay up late to view the Midnight Sun phenomenon.

Midnight Sun:
We viewed the midnight sun, a natural phenomenon where the Sun is up for 24 hours. This only occurs
during a 1 %2 month period in the summer above the arctic circle latitude.

Our hotel was situated next to a beautiful lake, where we sat on a chair and followed the sun’s
movement. The sun came down, just above the horizon, paused for a while, and rose back up again in
the opposite direction! It was a once in a lifetime experience to view this, as it is rare to view this
phenomenon anywhere else in the world.

Day 3:

This is our last day in the Lofoten Islands, after almost 2 full days of exploration. Our plan is to hike the 8
km in and out Haukland and Uttakleiv Beach hike, which covers two of the most famous beaches in
Norway. After that, we will head back to Moskenes to catch our ferry to Bodg, and from there, we will
head to our hotel in the city of Mo | Rana, keeping the Arctic Circle Center in Jektvik a stop.

Haukland and Uttakleiv Beach Hike:

We started the Haukland and Uttakleiv Beach hike at Haukland Beach, even though we could drive and
start at Uttakleiv. After spending some time here, we walked to the gravel path that looped around the
mountains of Vegen and Mannen, leading us to Uttakleiv Beach. The path was fairly level and flat, and
was not a hard hike at all.

The start of the trail overlooked the crescent shaped white sand beach and the turquoise blue water

surrounding it. When we were around 2 kilometers in, we could see many rocky shores and singular
mountains that were jutting out of the water on isolated islands. When we were nearing Uttakleiv Beach,
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we started to search for the Dragon’s Eye landmark. The Dragon’s Eye is a natural phenomenon where a
rock sitting in the sand is submerged under the water during high tide, but when the tide is low, it looks
like a big eye. Luckily, when we were there (about noon), the tide was low, and the eye was visible.

When we reached Uttakleiv Beach, we were greeted with a rocky outcrop situated on the sand. Once we
cleared the outcrop, we realized that the beach itself wasn’t that beautiful compared to some other ones
we had seen due to the muddy water and the brown sand.

-

After spending some time here, we headed back on the same route we had come from.

At Haukland Beach, it was sunny, and the water was clear blue, inviting us to wade in the water. After
dipping our feet, we had lunch, and then decided to head for Moskenes in order to arrive in time for the
ferry to Bodg. Unfortunately, we had read the ticket incorrectly, and thought that the ferry was at 3:30
instead of 2:45, therefore misleading us and making us miss the ferry.

Revisiting A, Reine, and Hamnagy:

Since we missed the 2:45 ferry, we had to wait to use the same ticket in order to take the 6:00 ferry to
Bodg. In the meantime, we revisited some of the sights nearby that we didn’t have the chance to fully
explore when we had first come here, including the nearby towns of A, Reine, and Hamngy. At A, we
visited some of the shops and piers in detail. At Reine and Hamngy, we explored the oceanfront rorbuer
in more detail. We returned at 5:00 to the ferry point because we didn’t want to miss the ferry again!
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The four hour ferry back to Bode ended at 10:00 PM, therefore canceling our plan of visiting the Arctic
Circle Center.

Arctic Circle Center (From Outside):

The Arctic Circle Center in Jektvik is located on the Arctic Circle, at exactly 66.33° N latitude. It is a
spherical building that is located in a tremendous backdrop, with glaciers and mountains surrounding
you, even in the summer. Usually, when it is open from 8:00 am to 10:00 pm, you can learn about the
arctic circle, and even get a certificate saying that you passed the circle. It was midnight when we went,
so we unfortunately couldn’t enjoy it fully.
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Hotel:
Our hotel was a penthouse in Mo Gjestegard (Babette’s Hotell) in the city of Mo i Rana, 4 hours south of
Bodg.

Day 4:

Today is the day when we will be visiting the Svartisen - Saltfjellet National Park, and will do a hike to get
a close view of the Engelbreen (Svartisen) Glacier.

Getting to Svartisen:

From Mo i Rana, it takes 4 hours drive to reach the point where you can take the ferry to Svartisen. Our
goal was to take the 2:00 ferry due to the fact that the last ferry was at 7:30, and that the hike takes
about 4 hours both ways, and we wanted to leave some time as a buffer.

During the 4 hours drive, we came across two problems, both being ferries.
One of them was from Kilboghavn to Jektvik, whose time differed from day to day. The other ferry was
from Agskardet to Forgy, which operated every 1.5 hours. Since the ferry got filled with the cars ahead of

us we were denied access to the ferry, and had to wait 1 %2 hours until the next one.

By the time we reached Holandsvik (Shuttle Boat to Svartisen Glacier on Google Maps), it was already
3:50, forcing us to take the 4:00 ferry (the boat operates every 1 hour).

Svartisen Glacier Hike:

As soon as we reached, we immediately headed for the wooded area that marked the trailhead. For
about 3 kilometers, we walked on a scenic flat gravel path, although the last 2 kilometers were
extraordinarily beautiful. Even though it was tough, and required scrambling on rocks, the views of the
shining glacier, the 2 green lakes, the lush forest, and the clear glacial waterfalls all around us would
never be forgotten.
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The final viewpoint was really close to the glacier, but to get all the way to it, we would have to get a
guide.

The walk back was much easier, so we calmly walked back to the
trailhead, just in time for the boat. On the way, we even filled our water
bottles with water straight from the waterfall.

We were the last and the most privileged people there, as the ferry
operators offered to take us on a personal speedboat ride. The
speedboat ride was really fun, with water splashing us every inch of the
way. When we got back, we thanked the speedboat drivers, and
: headed back again to Mo Gjestegard (Babette’s Hotell) in Mo i Rana,

i this time using the no-ferry 5.5 hours route.

= Our hotel was again Babette’s Hotell, although this time, we got a full
] apartment (2 bedrooms, 2 bathrooms, and a kitchen).

Day 5:

Today, we headed back to our starting point in Vasteras, Sweden, an 11 hours drive. During the drive,
we crossed the Swedish border, and then continued to see the cities of Sundsvall and Gavle.
